After his re-election, he thanked all the members
of the Plenary for renewing their trust, while stressing
that everyone must work methodically for the benefit of
Greek sports.

GREECE WAS ONCE AGAIN REPRESENTED at the Tokyo 2020 Olympic
Games, as it has been since 1896. The Greek flag was the first to enter
the Olympic Stadium at the Opening Ceremony in the hands of our Flag
bearers Anna Korakaki and Lefteris Petrounias, reminding the whole world
that the gift of the Olympic Games was given to humanity by the ancient
Greeks.

Greece won four medals at the Tokyo Olympic Games, a haul that is
Greece's 6th best in the history of the Games.

The two gold medals were won by Miltos Tentoglou in the long jump and
Stefanos Douskos in rowing. The silver medal was won by the men national
water polo team, which lost to Serbia 13-10 in the final, but still achieved
the best placing of any team sport at the Olympic Games, equaling the
second place achieved by the women national water polo team in Athens
2004 Olympic Games. The bronze medal was won by Lefteris Petrounias
in the final of the rings discipline, five years after the gold he won at the
2016 Rio Olympic Games. With the four medals, Greece is placed 36th in
the medal table.

What speaks for the successful participation of the Greek delegation,
which counted 83 athletes, although 76 of them competed since the
national team of artistic swimming did not participate due to coronavirus
cases, is the fact that we had 14 placements of athletes in the 4th to 8th
places and ¢ other placements in the 9th to 12th places.
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In any case, all members of the Greek del-
egation had achieved a first victory with their
participation, fulfilling the biggest dream that
every athlete has in his career. The victorious
qualification to these specific Olympic Games
was very important, as it was achieved under
really difficult and unprecedented conditions.
The coronavirus pandemic also affected sports
in a very hard way. Both with the postponement
of the Olympic Games for a year, and with the
obstacles it put in the organization of the Games
and the daily trainings for the preparation of the
athletes.

And although the Games had no spectators
because of the pandemic, they were a great suc-
cess that rewarded the decision of the I0C and
the Organizing Committee to hold them. Final-
ly all the countries renewed their appointment
for Paris in 2024 during the Closing Ceremony,
where Giannis Fountoulis, captain of the national
water polo team was the Flag bearer for Greece.

of our events even more," he said. "Through uni-
ty, trust and solidarity we can raise the EOC to
the next level.

THE ELECTION OF SPYROS CAPRALOS took place during the General
Assembly of the European Olympic Committees, held in Athens from 9 to
11June.

The EOC General Assembly was the largest gathering of the Olympic
Family with physical presence since the pandemic COVID -19 affected trav-
el and live events.

In total, representatives from 46 National Olympic Committees were
present in Athens, while four more participated online.

In addition to the election of Spyros Capralos as president of the Euro-
pean Olympic Committees, Daina Gudzineviditté of Lithuania was elected
vice-president as a sole candidate, while Raffaele Pagnozzi of Italy defeat-
ed Jozef Liba of Slovakia to secure another term as Secretary General.

Twelve members of the Executive Committee were also elected,
including six women:

Britain's Annamarie Phelps, Norway's Berit Kjoll, Spain's Victoria Cabe-
zas, Germany's Uschi Schmitz, Moldova's Cristina Vasilianov, Portugal's
Jose Manuel Araujo and Romania's Mihail Covaliu are the new members
of the EOC.

Iceland's Liney Rut Halldorsdottir, one of the only two female members
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of the Executive Committee before this elec-
tion, Jean-Michel Brun of France, Hasan Arat of
Turkey, European Games 2023 chairman Zlatko
Matesa of Croatia and Serb Djordje Visacki were
re-elected.

THE INAUGURATION OF THE RENEWED LIGHTING of the Panathenaic
Stadium took place on the evening of March 29 in a simple but symbolic
ceremony, attended by the President of the Hellenic Republic Katerina
Sakellaropoulou.

The decision to renew the lighting of the Panathenaic Stadium was tak-
en by the Hellenic Olympic Committee and now the Stadium shines even
more intensely in its long journey through time and the history of Athens.

The famous and talented singer Monica opened the ceremony by per-
forming the song "Saving the world" while playing the piano. The per-
formance was followed by the presentation of the renewed lighting with
President Thomas Bach announcing the words of Pierre de Coubertin
"Olympism calls for light".

The event, which was organized with full compliance of the safety and
health regulations, without the presence of the public, was also attended
by the Minister of Culture Lina Mendoni, the Mayor of Athens Kostas Bako-
giannis, the Deputy Minister of Sports Lefteris Avgenakis, the President of
the Olympics and Legacies Committee Chrysanthi Vagena and represent-
ing the Hellenic Olympic Committee, the Vice President Stelios Angeloud-
is, the Secretary General Manolis Kolympadis, the Dean of Panathenaic Sta-
dium Antonis Nikolopoulos and the President of the International Olympic
Academy Isidoros Kouvelos.

President Bach said in his speech: " Greece gave birth to the Olympic
Games twice, once in Ancient Olympia and once here, at the Panathenaic
Stadium in 1896. Greeks gave to humanity the gift of the Olympic Games
and also the gift of Democracy. With the new lighting of the Panathenaic
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Stadium, this heritage will become even more
brilliant and will enlighten the entire world. In
this emblematic place, culture, history, and tra-
dition blends with the modern era and the mis-
sion of the modern Olympic movement. This mis-
sion is to make the world a better place through
Sports. In addition to the glow, with the new
lighting you also set the example for technology
that remains inseparably linked to sustainability.
We are proud that the United Nations consider
Sports and the Olympic movement as important
factors for a sustainable development.

Starting from today, the Panathenaic Sta-
dium will not only stand as a symbol for the
Olympic history but also as a commitment, for
a better future, with sustainable expansion,
with more peace and with greater solidarity in
Sports. Let the Panathenaic Stadium shine in the
new spirit of Olympism".

(ANOC).

The 25th General Assembly took place on the island of Crete on 24 - 25

The General Assembly, organized in collaboration between the Hel-
lenic Olympic Committee and the Ministry of Sport, was a great success,
as evidenced by the words of thanks from the International Olympic and
sporting family to the Greek party.

ONCE AGAIN, the Olympic Flame was lit in the holy land of Ancient Olym-
pia, this time for the "Beijing 2022" Winter Olympics Games.

Without the presence of spectators and without the organization of
the traditional Torch Relay due to the restrictions imposed by the pandem-
ic but with all its splendor and without losing its countless symbolism, the
Olympic Flame began its journey to Beijing on October 18, 2021.

The Lighting ceremony was attended by the President of the Republic,
Katerina Sakellaropoulou, and the President of the International Olympic
Committee, Thomas Bach, who were welcomed at the ancient stadium by
the President of the Hellenic Olympic Committee, Spyros Capralos.

The flame was lit in the hands of priestess Xanthi Georgiou, while the
dance ritual to the sounds of music by composer Giannis Psimadas was
inspired by choreographer Artemis Ignatiou. The priestesses and dancers
wore traditional costumes designed by Eleni Kyriakou. The first torchbear-
er was ski champion loannis Antoniou, who passed the flame to Chinese
Olympian Li Jiajun. The Olympic anthem was performed by the soprano
Vasiliki Karagianni, while the ceremony was directed by the Olympic Torch
Relay Committee President Thanassis Vassiliadis and conducted by Dr.
Konstantinos Pantazis, Chief Director Lighting and Handover Ceremonies.

The ceremony was also attended by Deputy Sports Minister Lefteris
Avgenakis, IOC Vice Presidents Zaiqging Yu, Ser Miang NG, John Coates,
Nicole Hoevertsz, HOC Vice President Stelios Angeloudis and Secretary
General Manolis Kolympadis.

The same day, the flame traveled to the Acropolis, where the caul-
dron was lit by the hands of Tokyo 2020 rowing gold medalist Stefanos
Douskos, with the symbol of Olympism sending its timeless messages to
the world from the most emblematic monument of Athens and Greece.

The next day, the ceremony of Olympic Flame handover to Beijing
2022 Organizing Committee took place at the Panathenaic Stadium. The
Flame was handed over by the President of the Hellenic Olympic Com-
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mittee, Spyros Capralos, to the representative
of the Organizing Committee, Vice President Yu
Zaiqing, for its transfer to the Chinese capital
by plane.

The Holy Light of Olympism was brought to
the Panathenaic Stadium by the Greek Olympi-
an Evi Moraitidou and Chinese Olympian Li Nina
and the cauldron was lit by the Greek Cham-
pion of Cross Country Paraskevi Ladopoulou.
The Olympic Flame was presented to the Pres-
ident of the HOC by priestess Xanthi Georgiou,
while the dance of the priestesses was inspired
by choreographer Artemis Ignatiou to a musi-
cal composition by Giannis Psimadas and the
anthems were performed by the Athens Philhar-
monic Orchestra.

The ceremony was attended by Deputy
Prime Minister Panagiotis Pikramenos, Deputy
Minister of Sport Lefteris Avgenakis, Governor of
Attica George Patoulis, Mayor of Athens Costas
Bakogiannis, Deputy Minister of Tourism Sofia
Zacharaki, the Ambassador of China Xiao Jun-
zheng and the Ambassador of the United States
of America Geoffrey Pyatt, as well as the Sec-
retary General of the Ministry of Sports George
Mavrotas and members of the HOC Plenary.

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THE 137th SESSION of the International Olympic
Committee began on March 10 with a live broadcast
from the Panathenaic Stadium, with the President of
the Hellenic Olympic Committee and I0OC Member
Spyros Capralos, addressing a message to the global
Olympic Family. The IOC Summit was scheduled to
take place in Athens but was held virtually due to the
pandemic. The International Olympic Committee, in
a highly symbolic move, chose the President of the
HOC Spyros Capralos to make the opening speech,
live from the Panathenaic Stadium. The Olympic
anthem was then played, and the Olympic flag was
raised on the mast of the Stadium.

In his message, Mr. Capralos pointed out among
other things: "It is a great pleasure and a great feel-
ing for me to welcome you today from the Panath-
enaic Stadium. The stadium, which hosted the first
Olympic Games of the modern era in 1896, is a land-
mark of the city of Athens. If circumstances were
different, the 137th I0C Session would begin here.
But the pandemic affecting the entire world has not
allowed us to welcome you in Athens and experience
firsthand the Greek hospitality. However, | would
like to personally thank President Bach and the IOC
Executive Board for the decision to launch the online
Summit from here. A highly symbolic and honorable
move linking the birthplace of the Olympic Games
with the modern Olympic Movement. "

At the same Summit, the Executive Committee's
proposal was approved, and IOC Members unan-
imously decided to hold the 2025 Summit in the
Greek capital, with a visit to Ancient Olympia high-
lighting the symbolism of the event.

The summit will also see the election of the new
president of the International Olympic Committee,
who will succeed Thomas Bach.

DESPITE THE DIFFICULTIES caused by the spread of the pandemic and
the few high-level sports events taking place during the year, Greek ath-
letes managed to bring important distinctions to the country.

In addition to the four medals won at the Tokyo Olympics, Greece won
an additional 23 medals at the Men's and Women's World and European
Championships in various Olympic disciplines.

At the Sailing RS: X World Championships held in Cadiz, Spain, Byron
Kokkalanis won the bronze medal.

At European Championships, our country celebrated 5 gold medals.
Miltos Tentoglou won first place at the 2021 European Athletics Indoor
Championship in Torun, Poland with 8.35, while Lefteris Petrounias won
the "gold" again at the rings in Basel (Switzerland).

At the European Swimming Championships in Budapest, Anna Dou-
dounaki won the gold medal in the 100m butterfly, while in the 2021 Euro-
pean Short Course Swimming Championships in Kazan, Andreas Vazaios
won the first place in the 200m individual medley. Gold for Dionysis Xenos
as well at the European Karate Championships in the -67 kg category.

Silver medals were won by Maria Prevolaraki in the European Wrestling
Championship in Poland, at the 53 kg category, Dionysis Rapsomanikis in
Taekwondo, 54 kg category at the European Championship held in Sofia,
Vicky Panetsidou at the -68 kg category in Porec, Croatia. In the 2021 Euro-

DURING THE PAST YEAR, despite the
difficulties caused by the pandemic, the
Hellenic Olympic Academy continued
on its creative course and carried out
a series of actions and educational pro-
grams always guided by the promotion
of the principles and values of sport
and Olympism, the dissemination of the
Olympic ideal and the idea of fair play.

The Hellenic Olympic Committee
and the National Olympic Academy,
with the support of the IOC, published
the book “Five Circles - One World:
Olympic Games and Values. A modern
edition of Olympic education for chil-
dren and youth, designed to introduce
readers to the fascinating and beautiful
world of Olympism. With texts by Stav-
ros Stavrou and a modern design, the
book is a journey into the past, present,
and future of the Olympic Games, guid-
ed by Olympic values.

The HOC and HOA, in collaboration
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with the Ministry of Education, ran the
"Olympic Education - Olympic Week in
Schools" program from 31 May to 4 June
2021 with great success, which includ-
ed a series of actions highlighting the
educational and pedagogical value of

the Olympic Games. The program was
conducted online by the heads of the
HOA's educational programs in collab-
oration with the teachers of the school
units and was attended by 73,262 stu-
dents from 2,730 schools from all over
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Greece. Prominent Greek athletes and
Olympians participated in the pro-
gram's online sessions. Live streaming
were made with the Stadium of Ancient
Olympia, the Olympic Museum of Ath-
ens and links in 4 thematic sections,
Ancient Olympics, Modern Olympics,
Athens 2004 and Olympic Ideal - Olym-
pic Values. Finally, as part of the "Olym-
pic Week", a digital educational game
was developed, the "Olympics Sticker
Book - Meet the Olympic values and
the Greek Olympians", which allows
children to learn about the Olympic
values and the Greek Olympians. A
game addressed to schools, but also to
everyone, accessible on the HOA web-
site www.hoa.org.gr.

From 1 to 6 February 2021, the 1st
Greek French Olympic Week was suc-
cessfully carried out with great interest
by schools in collaboration with the
French Institute of Greece under the
program “Let us share the passion for
the Games", "Partageons tous ensem-
ble la passion des Jeux". School par-
ticipation was high, exceeding 10,000
students. The aim of the program was
to bring French and Greek school
classes together and create mobility. It
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revolved around topics such as Olymp-
ism, Olympic education, the 2024
Olympic Games in Paris and the use of
the Olympic heritage.

The Olympic Day is a global event
and is celebrated every year on June
23 on all 5 continents of the world. The
Hellenic Olympic Committee partici-
pated in various events and activities
together with the Hellenic Olympic
Academy. Elementary schools from all
over the country celebrated the Olym-
pic Day. The unveiling of a graffiti pro-
ject at the 26th Elementary School of
llion was also done by the President
of HOA, George Alikakos, together
with the Mayor of llion, Mr. Zeneto. The
graffiti project was created by young

graffiti artists and depicts the ancient
pentathlon, the modern pentathlon and
the inspirer of the pentathlon, Pierre de
Coubertin.

In accordance with the protocol
on cooperation between HOC-HOA
and the Ministry of National Defense,
training seminars were held in six mil-
itary schools of the Armed Forces to
promote and disseminate the Olympic
ideal and values, which were attended
with great interest by 1,500 students of
the military schools.

In addition, the Tokyo 2020 Paint-
ing Exhibition was held, where young
artists from all over Greece created
works dedicated to the Tokyo Olympic
Games. The exhibition was presented
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in the entrance of the Hellenic Olympic
Committee premises in collaboration
with the Municipal Children's Gallery
of Greece. The exhibition itself is pre-
sented digitally on the websites and
social media of HOC and HOA. At the
same time, a video animation about the
development of the Olympic Games
was created and presented on our web-
site and social media.

A digital marathon with wishes
addressed to #TeamHellas for Tokyo
was sent: "Post a video or photo on
social media with congratulations for
#TeamHellas #olympicday2021gr".

The National Olympic Academy, in
collaboration with the German Sports
Youth, continued its excellent coop-
eration on youth exchange programs
in sport, successfully running two
exchanges in beach volleyball and taek-
wondo.

The National Olympic Academy
and the French higher education insti-
tution IdEF, a branch of the University of
Sorbonne Paris 13 in Greece, continue
the program of awarding scholarships
to athletes belonging to sports feder-
ations with the signing of the cooper-
ation agreement. More than 30 schol-
arships have already been awarded for
2020-2021.

This year will also see the continua-
tion of the program "The 2004 Gener-
ation in Greece towards the Paris 2024
Olympic Games" in cooperation with
HOC-HOA and the French Institute of
Greece (French Embassy) in order to
spread the Olympic ideal and values
following the Athens 2004 Olympic
Games and in view of the Paris Games.

From 27 to 30 September 2021,
HOC and HOA celebrated the Nation-
al School Sports Day and the Europe-
an Sports Week with sports activities
and lectures on Olympic values, with
the participation of Olympic champi-
ons and outstanding athletes in various
schools across the country.

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THE EUROPEAN PROGRAM ‘Kids Love Sports' started on 3 June 2021,
implemented by the Hellenic Olympic Committee with the co-funding of
the European Union, and mainly concerns refugee children hosted in open
camps in Attica. Within the framework of this program, 4,000 children
aged 6-12 years will have the opportunity to visit the Panathenaic Stadi-
um over a 24-month period, learn about its history through an organized
guided tour, be introduced to the sports of athletics under the guidance
of great athletes, understand the benefits of sports for human health, but
also spend an enjoyable day full of action and games, escaping the con-
finement and isolation they experience in their daily lives. At the same
time, the 'Kids Love Sports' program targets other complementary activ-
ities to connect refugee children with sports, such as sports in the open
accommodation structures by students from School of Physical Education
and Sports of the National Kapodistrian University of Athens, with the sup-
port and supervision of the HOC.

'Together in Sport' is the second program implemented by the Hellenic
Olympic Committee in cooperation with METADRASI - the coordinator of
the program in Greece - and the German Olympic Sports Confederation
(DOSB), which started in the summer of 2021. The main aim of the program
is to give unaccompanied asylum-seeking children the opportunity to get
in touch with organized sport and build relationships with children in local
communities through joint sports activities.

'Together in Sport' started in the city of Kavala with the valuable con-

tribution of the Municipality and expanded its activities to loannina and o
Athens.

HERAKLION TO HOST THE MEDITERRANEAN
BEACH GAMES IN 2023

Important decisions were taken at the General Assembly of the Interna-
tional Committee of the Mediterranean Games, which took place virtually
on October 14. During the General Assembly, Heraklion's candidacy for the
2023 Mediterranean Beach Games was presented and a vote followed, in
which the members of the Mediterranean family unanimously chose Her-
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aklion as the host city.

In addition, Hellenic Olympic Committee
member and Deputy Secretary General, lakovos
Filippoussis, was re-elected as Secretary Gener-
al of the ICMG.

Following this, on October 22 in Crete, the
agreement for the organization of the 3rd Med-
iterranean Beach Games "Heraklion 2023" was
signed and the flag of the Games was handed
over to the Greek side by the International Com-
mittee of the Mediterranean Games.

The new President of the International Com-
mittee of the Mediterranean Games Davide Tiz-
zano, the Deputy Minister of Culture and Sports,
Lefteris Avgenakis, the President of the Hellenic
Olympic Committee, Spyros Capralos, the May-

sport in our country through the taxation of the
income from gambling games. A strengthening
action for both professional and amateur sports.
I am sure that financial support to the amateur
clubs and the national teams of all sports will
help the development of sport in our country. “I
would like to believe, Minister, that the Hellenic
Olympic Committee will also have its share in
this support, and we are committed to ensur-
ing that all the funds we receive are invested in
preparing our top athletes on the difficult and
lonely road to qualifying for Paris."

IN MEMORIAM

During the year 2021, great personalities of
sport “disappeared”, leaving an unfilled gap.

In August 2021, the international Olympic
movement was left poorer with the death of for-
mer IOC President Jacques Rogge, who passed
away at the age of 79. Jacques Rogge was the
8th President of the International Olympic Com-
mittee from 2001 to 2013 and later became
Honorary President of the IOC.

Vassilis Sevastis passed away in April 2021,
the former President and Secretary General of
the Hellenic Athletics Federation was a mem-
ber of the HOC Plenary from 2001 to 2012 and
served Greek Olympism and sport with passion

and dedication. Vassilis Sevastis was born on May 27, 1949 and excelled as
an athlete in the Decathlon discipline. In 1971, he won "gold" at the Med-
iterranean Games in Izmir, while a year later he won the bronze medal at
the Balkan Games in the same city.

In January 2021, Olympian Leonidas Pelekanakis passed away at the
age of 58 infected by the Covid-19 virus. Leonidas Pelekanakis was born
on November 22, 1962, In 1984, he competed in the Los Angeles Olympics
with Elias Hatzipavlis, finishing 6th. He competed in two more Olympics
in the same boat category. In 2000 he competed in Sydney with Dimitris
Boukis, where he finished 11th, while in 2004 in Athens he finished in the
same place with George Kontogouris. As an officer in the Navy, he assisted
the School of Naval Officers, where he taught to the young officers the
secrets of the sea.

George Foundoulakis passed away from Covid-19 in March 2021, at the
age of 73. He was President of the Hellenic Sport Federation for Disabled
and the Hellenic Paralympic Committee for many years and made a par-
ticularly important contribution to the Paralympic movement. He also had
an excellent working relationship with HOC over the years.

In March 2021, the Minister of Sport and Youth of Azerbaijan Azad Rahi-
mof passed away at the age of 56. Azad Rahimof played a special role in
the organization of the 1st European Games “Baku 2015", laying the foun-
dation for the establishment of a sports event at the highest level, uniting
the 50 European Olympic Committees. At the same time, Azad Rahimov
had developed excellent relations with our country, which he helped in
many ways, always with the aim of developing Olympism and sports.

In August 2020, the Hellenic Olympic Committee mourned the loss of
an exceptional employee. For almost 20 years, Tassos Papachristou pro-
vided his services to the HOC Press Office, highlighting the work of the
Hellenic Olympic Committee and promoting the Olympic ideals. He was
an outstanding connoisseur of sport and supported amateur sport in every
way. We wanted to honor his memory in this issue as the pandemic did not
allow us to publish the 2020 annual issue.
